your host computer HAS to have XP installed (<P-sp2 suggested). 2k or less than XP will NOT work Your
IReatogo setup must be on a NTFS parttion (suggested: in the root). Make sure you have NO BLANKS in the
path to your setup and that you keep the path as short as possible (sub-folders, long names etc).
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7. Now copy the folder I386 from the original Windows CD to your hard disk.
